King
Juan Carlos oversaw the transition of Spain to parliamentary
democracy. He married Sophia of Greece and Denmark in
1962. The couple have three children and eight grandchildren.

H. M. Albert Il, full name Albert Félix Humbert Théodore
Christian Eugéne Marie, is the 6™ and ruling King of the
Belgians. Born with the title of Prince of Liege, he is the second
son of King Léopold Ill and his first wife, Astrid of Sweden. He
ascended to the throne in 1993, on the death of his elder
brother, King Baudouin. He has been married since 1959 to
Queen Paola, with whom he has three children.
